Dr Manish Anand started his

about the Conservation strategies to tackle biodiversity loss , Legislation/ Policies/ 

Schemes/ Initiatives for Coastal  and Marine Ecosystem Conservation. 

Further, he discussed the National Accounting Framework for Blue  Economy and 

Ocean Governance, Marine Fisheries, Aquaculture , Fish processing sector  and 

Coastal and Deep- Sea Mining etc.

Shri Mohd. Ashraf discussed the Performance Audit Report on Marine & Costal

in the Gulf of Mannar, Conservation of Marine Engendered species and enforcement 

against poaching. He told about the absence of mechanism to monitor identified 

threats of Corals .
